Camel hair, carded or combed (provided for in subheading 5105.39.00).

Product information, including uses/applications and sour ce(s) of imports:

This bill covers camel hair that has been carded or combed. Carding and combing are intermediate steps
in the yarn production process. Carding disentangles the fibers to prepare them for spinning and is done
by passing the fibers between rollers covered with fine teeth. Combing removes the shorter fibers and
further aligns the longer ones. Carded camel hair is used to make carded or woolen yarn, and camel hair
that is both carded and combed is used to make combed or worsted yarns. Generally, camel hair is used
to produce yarn that is woven into fabrics for men’s and women' s jackets and coats.

Carded or combed camel hair falls under HTS subheading 5105.39.00, which covers carded or combed
fine animal hair other than cashmere, including mohair and hair of the alpacaand Ilama. U.S. imports
under HT'S subheading 5105.39.00 totaled $880,000 in 2007 and South Africa was the primary supplier
(accounting for 76 percent of imports).
