Product information, including uses/applications and sour ce(s) of imports:

The subject products are unfunctionalized macroporous polymers of divinylbenzene, which function as
adsorbent materials. They were developed for awide range of applications where removal or isolation of
organic compoundsis desired. Examplesinclude: separation and purification of antibiotics, vitamins,
steroids, and enzymes in the pharmaceutical and chemical industries; removal of organic pollutants from
agueous waste or ground water; removal of solvents, herbicides, and pesticides from agqueous streams,
recovery of organic compounds for subseguent identification and analysis in chemical or clinical analysis;
and thein situ removal of antibodies from blood culture media. These adsorbent resins have FDA
clearance for the removal of organic substances from certain agueous food streams. The proponent’s
product isimported from France and Germany.
