Clomazone is a synthetic organic chemical that is used as an herbicide on major field crops, including
soybeans, rice and cotton. Clomazone isimported from China and formulated into herbicide application
products that are used domestically and exported. According to the proponent, the duty suspension on the

formulated products is intended to cover returned U.S. exports that are unsold in the current crop year in
the export destination country, including Brazil, Mexico, France, and Germany.
