Product information, including uses/applications and sour ce(s) of imports:

An electric coffee percolator consists of a pot with a chamber at the bottom and a vertical tube which
leads from this chamber to the top of the percolator. The coffee percolator has an electric heating element
which makes the temperature rise until the water in the chamber boils. A one-way valve at the bottom of
the tube forces some of the boiling water up the tube, and it is distributed at the top over the perforated lid
of the coffee chamber. The water then seeps through the coffee grounds and |eaves the coffee chamber
through the bottom, dropping back into the lower half of the pot. Electric coffee percolators are used to
make warm coffee.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1.
