Product information, including uses/applications and sour ce(s) of imports:

A carafe-less automatic drip coffee maker without an electronic clock has a beverage holding tank within
the product that dispenses coffee directly into acup or mug. The use of a self-contained coffee holding
container eliminates the need for an external carafe, which isused in traditional household automatic drip
coffee makers. By holding the coffee in thisinternal chamber, the coffee is not exposed directly to air, as
it would be in atraditional automatic drip coffee maker with a carafe. Eliminating the open exposure
found in atraditional auto drip coffee maker is intended to maintain coffee freshness longer. The
principal import source of such automatic drip coffee makers without electronic clocksis China.
